5. Teams are to comprise of either three (3) or four (4) entrants (who meet The Terms and Conditions of Entry) with a maximum combined
weight of 270kg.

6. Only one (1) entry per team will be accepted.

7. Entrants can only be entered as part of one (1) team. An Entrant who has been found to enter as part of more than one (1) team shall have
both team entries deemed ineligible.

8. One (1) Entrant per team may be an active and accredited Keelboat Instructor at the respective YATC without the need to complete item 1 of
these Terms and Conditions of Entry.
